In an effort to keep our community partners connected, we are providing you with regular COVID -19 updates.

Ministry of Health update

In yesterday’sjointstatementon B.C.”s COVID-19 response, Dr. Bonnie Henry, Provincial Health Officer, and
Adrian Dix, Minister of Health, reported 694 new cases. Of the new cases, 153 people were in the Vancouver
Coastal Health (VCH) region.

The total number of people who have tested positive for COVID-19 in B.C. now stands at 133,619 since the start
of the pandemic. There are 6,802 active cases of COVID-19 across B.C. currently.

Across the province, there isone COVID-19 related death, while 457 people are currently hospitalized, with 154
of these cases receivingtreatmentin ICU/critical care. The total number of individuals who have passed away
due to COVID-19 is 1,595.

COVID-19 vaccine update
Since the start of immunizations, 1,995,496 dosesof COVID-19 vaccines have beenadministeredinB.C., 95,868
of which are second doses.

Our immunizations are going up quickly, and the ages for those who are eligible are rapidly coming down.
Today, anyone 49 and oldercan book theirvaccine. That age will continue to decrease in the coming days.

The B.C. immunization committee and publichealth teams are activelylookingat how, where and whento best
incorporate youth aged 12-17 into the age-based program. Details will be provided once plans are finalized.

We have had our first probable case of vaccine-induced immune thromboticthrombocytopenia (VITT) following
an AstraZeneca COVID-19 vaccination. This is a rare but serious condition.

There isa test and treatment, but of course recognizing symptoms and gettingtreatment earlyon is very
important. If you have had a vaccine — any vaccine — in the last four to 28 days and are feelingunwell, call 811
or contact your health-care provider.

Every vaccine helps protect you and those around you. We encourage everyone to get immunized with any of
the COVID-19 vaccines as soonas you are eligible.

VCH high-transmission neighbourhood residents 30 years and older eligible for vaccine

As part of the B.C. COVID-19 Immunization Plan for priority neighbourhoods, Vancouver Coastal Health (VCH)
will offertargeted vaccinations to people 30 years of age and olderwho reside inthe high-transmission
neighbourhoods of Cedar Cottage, Grandview Woodland, Hastings Sunrise, Kensington, Killarney, Renfrew-
Collingwood, Sunsetand Victoria Fraserview. Residents of these neighbourhoods are encouraged to registerto
receive a link to book their vaccination appointment.

VCH will be openinga COVID-19 vaccine clinic at Killarney Community Centre (6260 Killarney Street) from May
8to 14, 17 to 21 and 25 to 28 from 9 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. Vaccinations will be provided by appointmentonly.

All B.C. residents 18 years of age and older (born in 2003 or earlier) are encouraged to register now through the
provincial Get Vaccinated website, call centre (1-833-838-2323) or in personat a Service B.C. office. Translation
servicesare available through the call centre.

Followingregistration, residents will be notified by phone, email or text message as soon as theyare eligible to
book a vaccine appointment.

VCH encourages family, friends, neighbours and social services age nciesto help get the word out to adults 18+
about registering to receive their COVID-19 vaccine.

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Updates to VCH’s implementation of B.C.’s immunization plan

Provincial registration for a COVID-19 vaccine continues for those born in 2003 or earlier (age 18 years of age
and older). Information on how to registerfor an appointmentcan be found here. All British Columbians are
encouraged to register, evenif you have received your first dose. Registering means you will be sent a booking
link for your second dose whenit’stime.

Please check your scheduled appointment date, time and location; arrive on time for your appointmentand
avoid arriving early. Wear a short-sleeve shirtas the vaccine will be delivered to your upper arm. You will be
monitored after receiving your vaccine for 15 minutes.

VCH upgrades the in-patient mental health unit at Richmond Hospital

VCH has begunrenovatingthe in-patient acute mental health unit at Richmond Hospital, upgrading the space
to improve overall patient experience and safety, and providing leading mental health care support for the
Richmond community.

Located on the second floor at Richmond Hospital, the 10,000 square foot in-patient acute mental health unit
currently has 18 beds, and serves more than 250 patients each year. The renovation will see a range of
modifications made to the space, including a new kitchen, family dining area, multifunctional activity room,
patientand familylounge, as well as new furniture, lightingand décor that promotes a welcomingand
nurturing home-like experience. The in-patient acute mental health unitis scheduled to re-open late 2021.

The renovations create a safe, comfortable and therapeuticenvironment, re ducing the stigma of mental illness
by ensuringdignity and respect for patientsand families.
